Cradle to Kindergarten (CK)

· There was discussion regarding how to obtain statistics about the reading level of Lewiston kids.
· Dell will attend the School Improvement Committee meeting on June 19th where he will ask what kind of statistics the school has regarding kids reading level. When analyzing the data. he wants to ensure similar data is compared. Group agreed that cooperation with the school is necessary to obtain statistics & measure kids’ performance once in school. Dell will email the group with the findings of the June 19th meeting.
· Dell will contact the Coop Nursery & Muriel will contact Sue Sumampow (ssumampow@hotmail.com) at Headstart to ask if 1) They conduct exit testing for kids who will start kindergarten 2) If yes, what is their evaluation method 3) Can Lamplighters have copies of the data.
