Meeting Minutes November 9, 2004

In attendance: Dell Bolser, Art Raske, Muriel Moore, Lynn Marson

Minutes of 10-12-04 meeting were read and approved.

Priorities will remain as determined at 10-12 meeting:

1. The Book Shelf in the library

2. Developing the Website 

3. Success Is in the Bag 

4. Interface with the Local ESDs

Lamplighters Introduction Literature was discussed for PTCs and Books For Babies.  The document was not ready in time for the 11-5 PTC meeting. Art will develop a ½ page handout that explains Lamplighters, e.g., purpose, website, and have it ready for the next PTC meeting on 1-20-05.  The handout will also be included in the Books For Babies packets.

1. Book Shelf plan was reviewed.  The shelf has been reorganized and is inviting.  Books will be grouped by subject matter and labels, e.g., parenting, you child in school, will be added to identify content. Muriel will prepare a Lamplighters introduction which will be added to the shelf.  Brochures that are currently in development will be added. Summaries of a book can be written and inserted into the book. Muriel will also hang the Cat blackboard which will be used to highlight a book of interest. There was discussion on which book to list first on the cat board.  Art will review all of the books and determine which ones to list on board in the months to come. The book shelf will be evaluated on a monthly or semi-monthly basis for needed changes to keep it current and ‘lively’.
2. Website: Information about the books on the library shelf, short summaries of the books and information in the brochures will be added to website.  When relevant changes are made to the book shelf, e.g., addition of new books or summaries, the website will be updated. Dell will contact Mike Vogt to request that he attend the 12-14 meeting to discuss the website and how to update it.

3. Cradle to Kindergarten - “Baby, You’re Gonna Be So Smart” brochure was presented and read.  Decision was made to create 2 brochures, one to explain Lamplighters the other to explain the Cradle to Kindergarten Program. Art & Lynn will work together to create the brochures which will be presented at the next meeting. Additional brochures will be created for each new program we implement.
4. ESDs – Lynn advised that the visit Art & she made to Alpena determined that the AMA could not support the Lewiston area because we are in the COPS school district.  They gave the following contacts: COPS, Barb Sofradine, in Indian River 231-238-9394, 4Cs, Jessica Gillard in Gaylord, and Even Start (literacy program), Farra Wallen 354-8089. Meaghan Herring, Parent Port Program Coordinator, will send Lynn flyers of their programs at the Alpena Library for posting around Lewiston. We volunteered to assist them and recruit families to attend future outreach programs brought to Atlanta. (Two Parent Port flyers for November programs were posted in the library.)  After the first of the year, Lynn will set up a meeting with Art & COPS to see how we can work together.
Art recommended that Dell and Lynn have Lamplighter calling cards.  Lynn will make.
