Meeting Minutes December 14, 2004

Minutes of 11-9-04 meeting were read and approved.

Priorities were revised as follows:
1. Develop Website

2. Book Shelves in library

3. Success Is in the Bag 

4. Interface with the Local ESDs

Lamplighters Introduction Literature – The ½ page introduction sheet was presented. Art has some recommended deletions. Art & Lynn will meet to finalize. Dell agreed to use his phone number and email address as the contact. This sheet will be passed out at PTC meetings and provided in the Books For Babies packets.
Lamplighter Publicity – Art recommended we place an ad in the paper to get the word out about Lamplighters.  It was decided to put Lamplighter information in the Montmorency County Tribune, Lewiston Bits n Pieces. Art will contact Jill Shult about the article.

1. Website – Mike Vogt was contacted but was unable to attend this meeting.  Dell will ask him to attend the January meeting.  Dell asked that we think about website ideas (links) and content (parenting, schools, cultural change of education) for discussion at the January meeting.

2. Book Shelf - Another Lamplighter shelf will be added to the library in the juvenile section. It will contain books on parenting young children. Art & Muriel brought additional books to be add to the collection. After cataloging, the books will be placed on the applicable LampLighter book self. The cat board is set up on the bookshelf.  Muriel will update the board with the featured book, “Grand Parenting with Love and Logic”. Muriel presented the ½ page Lamplighter introduction sheet that was added to the book shelf.

3. Cradle to Kindergarten - “Baby, You’re Gonna Be So Smart” brochure was presented and will be printed after minor changes are made.  Brochure will be placed on both the LampLighter shelf and parent shelf in the juvenile section.  Lynn advised that Sue from HeadStart said the Johannesburg library has a program similar to Success is in the Bag.  The parents check out the bags that they use to work with their child.  Lynn will contact the library to see what they have.  Lewiston library has 4 backpacks available for check out. These provide parents with tools to work with their child including a book and motor skill items, e.g., train with tracks.  All agreed that LampLighters needs to be a bridge between parents and the tools are available for their use.

4. ESDs – Ruth recommended that Jenny Gadberry be contacted when visiting COPS to see what developmental games parents can play with kids and obtain information on why playing these games is necessary. In January Lynn will set up a meeting with Art & COPS Jenny Gadberry and Barb Sofradine, in Indian River 231-238-9394
