Cradle to Kindergarten (C2K)

Art advised he received a copy of the new Kennewick book Annual Growth – Growth for All Students. He advised this new book is clearly written. Art asked all of us to read it. He would like to discuss the book with the group. Art will order additional copies as needed. Jim Young has a copy of the book and will write an article for the Tribune in the near future. Muriel read the book’s preface which states that Kennewick’s program previously called READY! will be called Cradle to Kindergarten.

Art showed the group the Kennewick Developmental Chart that he purchased for $19.95. Nancy at Kennewick advised she would sell them to us for $5 each. After discussion it was decided that at this time the chart would be a good tool to distribute to educators, e.g., Head Starts, Day Care, Tapestry, Health Department Day One. Motion made by Lynn 2nd by Muriel to purchase 12 charts at $60. Motion carried. Art will purchase 12 charts. (Wendy advised that the 4C website will give the names/addresses of day care providers in the county.)

Art sent the Tribune a letter to the editor about who we are.

Lamplighter Book Shelf – Ron advised all books on the shelf have been categorized. He advised that Mary Lou will check with Lori Weaver about putting the books into the county library computerized system and once they are in the system see if there is a way to track usage. Ron will move shelving so it is more user friendly. He recommended the book Teaching Your Child To Read in 100 Easy Lessons by Engleman be removed from the shelf since it is an obsolete teaching method. The group agreed and it was determined that the books need to be reviewed periodically to determine if they are current & effective.
